Facts about Diabetes  
     25.8 million children and adults in the United States—8.3% of the popula-
tion—have diabetes, according to the American Diabetes Association.  Diabe-
tes is a disease classified by defects in insulin action and/or secretion that 
prevent the sugar in blood to be utilized in the cells.  Blood sugar that remains 
elevated can result in injury to major organs including kidneys, blood vessels, 
and eyes. Blindness, chronic infections, and kidney failure can occur if blood 
sugar is not managed.  Hgb A1C is blood test that measures the average of 
blood sugar control generally over a three month period.  It is done routinely 
for diabetics, in conjunction with daily blood sugar measurements.  Treatment 
includes use of oral medications or insulin by injection. 
     You can prevent or delay the onset of type 2 diabetes through a healthy 
lifestyle. Eat a healthy diet including fruits and vegetables, increase your level 
of physical activity, maintain a healthy weight...with these positive steps, you 
can stay healthier longer and reduce your risk of diabetes.
